On this mountain he
will remove the mourning veil covering all peoples, and the shroud enwrapping all nations; he will destroy
death forever. The Lord will wipe away the tears from every cheek; he will take away his people’s shame
everywhere on earth, for the Lord has said so. That day, it will be said: ‘See, this is our God in whom we
hoped for salvation; the Lord is the one in whom we hoped. We exult and we rejoice that he has saved us.’

Second Reading: The letter of St Paul to the Romans (8:31-35, 37-39)

A reading from the letter of St Paul to the Romans.

With God on our side, who can be against us? Since God did not spare his own Son, but gave him up to
benefit us all, we may be certain, after such a gift, that he will not refuse anything he can give. Could anyone
accuse those God has chosen? When God acquits, could anyone condemn? Could Christ Jesus? No! He not
only died for us — he rose from the dead, and there at God’s right hand he stands and pleads for us.
Nothing therefore can come between us and the love of Christ, even if we are troubled or worried, or
being persecuted, or lacking food or clothes, or being threatened or even attacked. These are the trials
through which we triumph, by the power of him who loved us.
